INRA Class Announcement: Rosemaling in Os

This October the INRA is offering a repeat of Julie
Anderson’s wonderful four-week class in the Os style.
In this class students can paint the given design as a
project or adapt the design. Each Zoom class session
will be filled with instruction where you can paint
along in the class and/or work outside class between
sessions.

The class will take place on Tuesdays, October
4,11,18, and 25, 2022. Each night of class will meet
from 6:30 — 8:30 PM for instruction and include an
additional hour from 8:30-9:30 PM for
studio/painting time. Class instruction will be
recorded, studio time will not. Class sessions will
include discussion of how to adapt the design to :
various wooden shapes, and adjust size, color, flower, borders and/or details to make the
project your own. Julie will paint the design elements step by step and have a rectangular
and square design available for your use. Those who want a design challenge can adjust
the square to an octagon shape tray. If you are doing nesting trays, we will talk about how
you design for each of the other trays. There will be an opportunity to ask questions and
get feedback on adapting design and painting
